Phonics and Literacy 

This term we will develop our skills 
in hearing and clapping the syllables

working hard on our pencil control 
and name writing skills and writing 
independently in our play. We will 

be using mark making to create our 
own stories.

Our focus this term is: 

Weighing and counting with gold, treasure and coins, 

Shapes to build castles, 

Capacity through potion making. 

Counting backwards and one less. 

Subitising– recognising groups and patterns of amounts 
without counting
