Talking out the colours 
we see in the world around us, our fa-
vourite colours and how it is ok to like 
different things. We will be learning 
songs such as “sing a rainbow” and 

reading books such as red rockets and 
rainbow jelly, brown bear, rain-

bowsaurus

We will be introducing children to 
working in  groups. Within the group 
time children will gain confidence to 
speak to others about things that 
interest them and to develop their 

listening and concentration skills with 
fun games.  

Through our activities children will 
begin to hear the rhythm in speech 
and also to hear rhyming words and 

to notice if some words in the rhymes 
are changed. 

Towards the end of the term we will 
send book bags home. The children 

will bring home a library book for you 
to share, talk about and read togeth-

er.

Using numbers when joining in with songs and rhymes, 
Matching and sorting.
