This term we be consolidating phase 3 digraphs
and trigraphs we learnt last ferm such as ai, ee,
igh, oa, oo, ar, or, ur, ow, oi and ear.

We will be blending sounds to read and
segmenting (breaking words into sounds) words
to spell and will focus on longer words that have

digraphs and double letters. We will be

supporting the children to read and write
sentences.
