Speaking and listening

We will be developing our story telling skills by making
up our own stories about imaginary characters. We will
be encouraging using full sentences and thinking about
words that we can use to make our stories more
interesting and exciting. We will be listening o longer
stories and recalling what happens in them in order We
will be asking lots of *how" and "why" questions and using
the stories to develop vocabulary.

Phonics and Literacy

This term we will develop our skills
in hearing and clapping the syllables
in words. We will begin to blend
the sounds we hear together to
make a word and identify words
which start with the same
phonemes. We will practice talking
like robots o separate the
individual sounds that we hear. We
will be working hard on our pencil
control and name writing skills and
writing independently in our play.
We will be using mark making to
create our own stories. If you
